The archivist is available for consultation on
all matters related to archival research,
special collections, and best practices in
records management at Seneca.

Reprographic Services

Photocopies and digital reproductions of materials from
Seneca dgchives and Special Collections are available

upon submission of a reprographic request form, which
can be obtained in person or by contacting the archivist.

Please note that certain restrictions may apply due to
institutional or legal limitations. These include internal
access restrictions, external donor agreements, and
relevant legislation such as the Copyright Act of Canada
and the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy
Act (FIPPA), which governs the protection of personal
information in archival records.

Under Section 29 of the Copyright Act of Canada,
Canadians are generally permitted to reproduce materials
for purposes such as education, research, private study,
criticism or review, news reporting, parody, or satire,
under the principle of fair dealing.Researchers wishing to
request copies must mark the materials using paper flags,
available from archival staff. Please ask for assistance
when flagging items for reproduction.
